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Course Syllabus

Automotive 3 (LEVEL 4)
This Automotive 3 course emphasizes the skills necessary to diagnose and repair advanced on-board computer controls and electrical/electronic systems.  Students may receive community college credit for this course. This course further prepares students for ASE certification. Skills in leadership, safety, problem solving, and planning are reinforced in this course. The work-based learning strategies appropriate for this course are cooperative on-the-job training, internships, and apprenticeships. Hands-on work experiences and SkillsUSA leadership activities provide many opportunities to enhance classroom instruction and career development.  

Objectives 
Upon completion of this course the student will have a mastery of advanced vehicle computer-controlled systems and advanced automotive electrical systems. This course is mapped-out by NATEF national standards as mandated by ASE (Auto Service Excellence).

Materials and equipment required 

1. A 3”  3-ring ‘window’ binder with pockets -- Dedicated solely to this class.  This will stay in the class room and serve as a cumulative file for each students work product.  This is known as the “class room binder”.

2. An additional 1”  3-ring ‘window’ binder with pockets -- Dedicated solely to this class.  This notebook is for students to carry assignments and documents to and from school.  This is known as the “travel binder”.

3. 2 packages of 5 tab subject dividers -- (For the 3-ring class room binder, to organize their assignments)

4. Loose leaf notebook paper

5. A black or blue ink pen -- No work will be accepted in pencil
6. A highlighter pen

7. Pen/Pencil pouch (to store items 5 & 6)

8. Chrome Book or properly approved ‘like” device as outlined by School Board Policies, charged and ready for class each day.
9. Work clothes:

· Coveralls -- NO ‘BIB Overalls’, the studs and clips are prone to scratching painted surfaces.  These are available in ‘insulated’ and regular cotton blend fabric; I recommend NOT getting the insulated coveralls as the students will be working mostly in a climate controlled shop.  Short-sleeves are recommended.

· Shoes -- must meet shop standards; have rubber soles, and cover the entire foot.  Fully functioning shoe laces are required and each student will tie them correctly each day for shop assignments – NO SANDALS, SLIP-ON SHOES, DECK SHOES OR CASUAL SHOES.  Steel-toed shoes are highly recommended
· Jacket – Must also fit properly and meet industry standards, loose or long coats will not be permitted.

Students who habitually fail to follow SHOP SAFETY GUIDELINES will be permanently removed from the class immediately!
